o Literature Achievement for 20 or more book reports (certificate item # 372)
o Grade point averages (entire year and/or individua subjects)
= A Honor Roll for PACE Test average of 94-100% (certificate item #328)
= B Honor Roll for PACE Test average of 88-93% (certificate item #428)
o Cursive writing or neat penmanship
o Completion of ayear’swork (minimum of 72 PACES)
o Most consistent
o  Greatest improvement
o Perfect attendance
Ask church family to attend.
Encourage students to share their talents or work accomplished during the year by:
o Quoting memorized passages of Scripture.
o Singing the Alphabet Song or another song they have learned throughout the school year.
o Sharing an illustrated short story.
o Playing an instrument.
Purchase awards, certificates, and “goodi€’ bags. Have award commensurate with character
demonstrated.
Recognize staff, substitutes, assistants, parents, and volunteers.
